e Design and create a pattern for a skirt from a basic block (basic pattern) supplied,
suitable for a junior contemporary market.
e Provide a brief description of your design process
e Cut and assemble the garment from the pattern you designed using the provided
materials.
e Show your completed garment on the hanger provided with your technical sketches

Notes:
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Students will be provided with a length of woven fabric at the test site. The
committee will try to provide a swatch of the selected fabric to the participants,
a reasonable amount of time before the competition date.

Basic skirt blocks (basic pattern) will be supplied in a standard sample size for
the design process.

No commercial design appliqués will be permitted.

INSTRUCTIONS DURATION: 6 HOURS

The contest focuses on practical work to assess the contestants’ ability to perform certain tasks in the field of
women’s apparel design, and provide fashion design students with an opportunity to apply their technical skills
and creativity in the development of a marketable garment for the fashion industry.

PROJECT: A denim skirt for the junior contemporary market (14-20 years old) for school or work for spring and summer 2008.
Denim is a classic fabric that found in almost everybodies wardrobe. Most people have denim jeans but not as many have denim
skirts. Create a denim skirt that will be a must have in a young women’s wardrobe.

SKIRT REQUIREMENTS: waistband, unique and/or design lines and seams; pleats, gathers and/or tucks;
regular metal zipper closure and four to six short (5 to 8 inch) metal zippers incorporated as design details.

PROCEDURE
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FASHION DESIGN
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Prior to competition, each contestant will be required to:
Bring to the competition a fashion illustration (croquis) of your design.
Both front and back must be clearly indicted.
The croquis is to be presented on 14”x17” foam core board.
No excess embellishments and/or 3D designs allowed.
This will not be evaluated, but must be present to represent the garment that is being produced
o The fashion illustration will also provide the judges with visuals of what the finished garment is
suppose to look like.

Make a technical drawing of the intended design (please download croquis from website)
Use the croquis provided on the internet
Both front and back with all construction details clearly defined in fine black pen.

On the day of the competition, each contestant will be required to:

Design and create a pattern for a skirt from a basic block (basic pattern) supplied, suitable for a junior
contemporary market.

Provide a brief description of your design process — i.e. Bust and front waist darts converted into
princess seam.

Skirt criteria: zipper closure, waist treatment — waistband, finished hem and NO LINING

Special design details in the form of special design lines and special seam construction(s); four to six
zippers incorporated as design details; pleats, gathers &/or tucks must be included in the design of the skirt.

Cut and assemble the garment from the pattern you designed using the provided materials.

Show your completed garment on the hanger provided
